Dolls Clobber Kitties in Opener

Texas Dolls VS. Kung Pow Kitties Jan 31 2010:

The brand new Texas Dolls wasted no time showing everyone that they will be a force to be
reckoned with, crushing the Kung Pow Kitties in the season opener at Pearwood.

On the opening jam in front of a capacity crowd, Queen Bitch of the Dolls made lead jammer
on a perfect block by pivot Rad Racer. Twice more she burst through the pack with key
blocking by #2 blocker Heathen HookHer, while hotfooted Kitties Jammer Tricksy Carnival
never cleared the pack due to incredible body blocking by Rad Racer and #1 blocker Billy
Midol. After just one jam, the score was Texas Dolls 9, Kitties 0.

Two jams later, Queen Bitch racked up another four points to make it 13-0. Then it was Rad
Racer’s turn, and she picked up 4 points on a flawless whip from Heathen Hooker. By the
end of the first quarter, the Dolls were ahead 17-1.

A penalty challenge between Texas SlamHer of the Dolls and Sugar N Spikes of the Kitties
ended when Texas Slammer ripped Sugar’s shirt off and raced around the track, costing the
Kitties their only point and making the score 17-0.

In the 2nd quarter, the Dolls changed strategy, with Heathen HookHer playing pivot while
Rad Racer and Queen Bitch took turns jamming. Both made lead jammer in the first two

jams, but they couldn’t score. Then, in the 3rd jam, Dick Tater fell in front of Queen Bitch,

apparently tripping her. Both girls fell to the floor, and Tater started to get up first, but
Queen Bitch lived up to her reputation, grabbing Tater and pulling her to the floor, where a
fight ensued. The fracas ended when fans and referees pulled the Queen off of Tater, and
order was soon restored. Both skaters were given minor penalties — Tater for tripping, QB
for fighting. The next three jams were grueling, and neither side managed to score a point.
Then, on the final jam of the half, Rad Racer beat Puddin Pops and turned on the speed to
race through the pack 2% times to make it 30-0 at the half.

The penalty challenge between Queen Bitch and Dick Tater was a pillow fight, which was
won by the Queen, and the Kitties lost one point. Since they didn’t have any points, the score
was changed to Texas Dolls 30, Kung Pow Kitties —1.

Halftime featured recording artist Billy Lovelace and the Texas Killers, one of the best bands
ever to play a derby halftime show locally, and they were terrific.

During the third quarter, the Kitties went on the offensive, with gutsy five point jams by Jane
Doe and Tricksy Carnival. At the end of the quarter, Queen Bitch lost a penalty challenge
(leg wrestling) to Bumper ThumpHer, making it 29-9 at the end of three.

In the first scoring of the 4th period, Rad Racer put the game out of reach with a flawless 10
point jam — best in the league so far. The
Kitties came up with ten more points on
gutsy back-to-back five-pointers by Dick
Tater and Puddin Pops, but it was too little
too late. In her final jam of the game, Racer
scored 3 more times, making it 42-21.

The final penalty challenge was a ball-joust
between Sally Nightmare and Good Ass
Gold. Sally won, so the Kitties lost a point.
Final score Texas Dolls 42, Kung Pow Kit-
ties 20.

The Most Valuable Player of the game was
Heathen HookHer of the Texas Dolls.
Runner-up MVP Rad Racer, who skated brilliantly, announced her retirement just prior to
the game. She starred with Disorderly Conduct last season, as is regarded as one of the
league’s top skaters.
