Shattered Family Portraits Connect  

Suspect to String of Unsolved Burglaries 
Kenneth Heubner was arrested last month in 
Houston, and prosecutors think he may be 
connected to about 300 residential burglaries. 
The 28 year-old Heubner was caught by an 
alert neighbor on December 29th as he was in 
the process of plundering a posh waterfront 
trailer in Pasadena. 
Investigators at 
the scene noted 
that the glass 
h a d  b e e n 
cracked on a 
family portrait 
at the home. 
The cops knew 
they had seen 
this before. 
Detectives questioned Heubner, who is an 
unemployed exotic pet groomer, and asked 
him why he broke the picture. “I don’t know, 
I think I saw it on TV once. I thought that 
was what you’re supposed to do.” he said. 
Police now think Heubner was leaving his 
trademark signature at the crime scene. 
A check of records led to the startling news 
that there are hundreds of unsolved burglaries 
in Pasadena in which investigators found a 
similarly broken photograph. Most of these 
were family portraits, although a few were 
pets, and a couple were clown pictures. 
Of interest to police: Heubner has only one 
prior arrest, for assaulting a clown. 
Other jurisdictions in the area are looking 
into similar crimes that fit Heubner’s modus 
operandi of breaking pictures. He is currently 
being held in the Harris County Jail on bonds 
totaling $471.34 and an outstanding warrant 
from Horton, Vt. on misdemeanor charges of 
Fishing Under the Influence.  

Local Man Hopes His Boat Voyage Will  
Decrease People’s Awareness 
Dickinson resident and local folk musician 
Richard “the Drifter” Rhea has announced his 
intentions to circumnavigate the State of 
Texas in his 12-foot boat in March and April. 
Rhea called a press conference on January 
3rd at the Rhea Mansion, where he explained 
to the only reporter to show up what he hopes 
to accomplish by his feat. 
“I would like to help people decrease their 
awareness of the things that are stressing 
them out. We are constantly being asked to 
increase our awareness of bad things. I think 
that’s wrong. I believe we should decrease 
our awareness of things that make us sad and 
things that piss us off.” 
Some of the things that Richard thinks people 
are too aware of: Unemployment; climate 
change; wars; deficits; Dancing With the 
Stars; and what he calls “Bullshit media side-
show events like the Republican Primaries.” 
Rhea’s expedition, which will cover over 
6,000 nautical miles and bring no exposure to 
any urgent societal issue or cause at all, is 
expected to last six weeks and hopefully draw 
the attention of millions away from so-called 
“important” events. 
“If just one person reads a story or watches a 
news piece about my pointless little ego trip 
rather than something about the massive 
global financial meltdown, then I will have 
done my job,” Rhea said. 
Rhea was until recently self-employed as a 
carpenter. In 2008 he designed a new type of 
wooden birdhouse, which quickly became 
very popular. He now operates his own shop 
in which his products are manufactured for 
sale, mostly to wealthy bastards. 
Rhea’s route will start by going east to the 
Sabine River, which he will follow north to 
Longview. From there he will portage across 
to Shreveport, where he will enter the Red 
River. He will follow the Red as far as Lake 
Texoma, where he will take the Canadian 
River across Oklahoma and the panhandle to 
Springer, NM. From there, a quick portage to 
the Rio Grande at Espanola, then a long ride 
down river to Brownsville, where he will 
come back home along the Gulf coast.
