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Now that you know, that’s one more person they’ll have to kill.

How Bad Is The Gulf Oil Spill?

It's far worse than you think it is. In fact, it's far worse than the most pessimistic projections you
have heard on BP-financed television or read in your BP subsidized Galveston Daily News,
Houston Chronicle, USA Today or Wall Street Journal.

Turtles, pelicans and dolphins dying? Yeah, that's bad. But if that's the extent of the damage, we
will somehow survive without them. The truth is, this isn't about marshlands and the environment
anymore. The stakes have gone up. Your life and mine are in imminent danger. We might all be
dead soon because of this disaster. And sadly, it can't be fixed. There is no known technology to
stop the ongoing oil and gas leak that is killing the Gulf Of Mexico. One-third of the Gulf is al-
ready doomed, and this could easily become one-third of the oceans of the whole planet.

BP isn't being forthcoming about what is happening, but an analysis of the situation reveals the
truth: They can't stop this leak, and they know it. They have tried many different ways, but found
that all they were doing was making the leak larger by causing pressure that created additional
cracks in the ocean floor, which have also started leaking oil and methane gas. These leaks are as
much as 20 miles from the main well, which exploded and Killed 11 workers on April 20th.

After determining that efforts to plug the well were destabilizing the ocean floor and creating new
fissures, BP realized that they would not be able to stop the leak from above. Their engineers de-
termined that the only course remaining was to adopt the strategy of cutting the well open and
trying to capture as much of the escaping oil as possible. So that’s what they did. It’s not going
very well, as at least 90% of the oil is not being captured on a good day.

The "relief wells" being drilled are an attempt to get down below the main leak and relieve some
of that pressure. They are doing this in the hope that allowing the oil and gas to escape will re-
lieve the pressure enough for them to cap the well at some point. It's the only plan they have, but
it's not working either. In fact, the flow of gas and oil are still increasing. This indicates that the
casings of the original hole are falling apart. It also means that our last hope for containing the
gusher — a second well that would intersect and plug the leak by sometime in August — is doomed
to failure, since the well casing itself may be too damaged to seal off. And then theres the possi-
bility of the second well also blowing out — which is also a strong possibility.

There is a good chance that if they fail, huge oil and methane leaks at the site in the Gulf of Mex-
ico will become a permanent feature of Earth for what remaining years we have left.

The layman will say "Why not just drop a bunch of granite on top of it?" or (as former President
Clinton suggested) collapse the well with explosives. The reason is because the sea floor is fragile
where the rig was located, and explosives might create a catastrophe ten times worse than a con-
tinuing leak. There is a lot of pressure under the cracking sea floor at Deepwater Horizon.

The pressure of the escaping oil and methane gas at the wellhead has been estimated at 100,000
pounds per square inch. There is no technology on this earth that can contain gas under that much
pressure. It's enough to crumple titanium like a gorilla crushing a beer can. Unless that pressure
can be reduced, it cannot be stopped by any technology that currently exists.

Geologists believe there is a gigantic methane "bubble” under the site that is over 20 miles across,
which has been trapped for eons under the sea floor. They say the first signs that the methane may
burst its way through the bottom of the ocean would be fissures or cracks appearing on the ocean
floor near the damaged well head. Evidence of fissures opening up on the seabed have already
been captured by robotic submersibles working to repair and contain the well. Smaller plumes
have appeared outside the nearby radius of the hole itself. If the weak bedrock that holds the oil
and gas gives way, it will release a quantity of hydrocarbons greater in volume than the Gulf of
Mexico itself. Weeks ago the U.S. research vessel Thomas Jefferson found there are several sig-
nificant oil and gas flows up to 20 miles from the Deepwater Horizon.

Even if the leak can be kept to current levels (and it continues to grow larger), within 2-3 years,
giant "dead zones" will appear in all of the world's oceans, and they will grow in size each year.
Ultimately, one-third or more of our seas will be dead zones.

This problem is no longer a leak or a spill, but a volcano of death — and it seems to be defeating
the best efforts of the most capable engineers in the world. More and more, it is looking like a sci-
fi disaster film with no hero and an unhappy ending.

If the leak isn’t stopped here is what can be expected:

The reduced evaporation of the Gulf along with the added evaporation of lighter toxins like benz-
ine will cause rainfall in states east of the Mississippi River to drop significantly. When they do
get rain, it will be poisonous rain. Food production will go down between 20 and 90%. When the
rain goes away and the sun dries everything, the entire landscape will be coated with flammable
residue which will render even concrete sidewalks ignitable. Fires will rage.

Immediately, higher food prices, shortages, widespread hunger, and food riots in major cities.

Last month, a group of Russian Scientists briefed the Russian President on the oil spill in the
Gulf. They reported that the catastrophe was “dire” and would soon turn the eastern half of the
entire United States into a “wasteland”.

Last month, British scientists expressed alarm at the high levels of arsenic in the Gulf. They said
the oil in the water prevents the ocean from the natural breakdown of arsenic, causing levels of
the potent poison to increase exponentially. Arsenic travels up the food chain, and is toxic to all
living creatures in tiny amounts.

And then there’s the methane. This is the largest release of methane gas in history. And every day
more is released. Methane is deadly, and is the #1 problem associated with global warming, cli-
mate change, holes in the ozone, droughts, and many of the evils of this planet. If the methane
keeps escaping in the quantities it is right now, within 5 years, there will not be another human
being alive on this planet, and very little else will survive - except perhaps the cockroaches.

If everyone in America knew what has really happened in the Gulf Of Mexico, and what is com-
ing, there would be anarchy. If people realized that this, finally, is the first knell of the long-
awaited Armageddon, they would panic. It’s really that bad.

Our government and the media who rely on them for information are doing the only thing they
can do under the circumstances: Slowly rationing out bits of bad news, a little at a time. Don’t
expect to hear the truth about this from any corporate or government source, because it is in their
best interests to keep you calm and obedient. But be warned and be wise.

This is no longer a political issue. Yes, BP lied about the leak and knew they had a major problem
way ahead of time. Yes, Obama got money from them, as did McCain. Yes, they have actually
incinerated live turtles in oil burns. Yes, they have instituted a police state around the site in
which reporters and photographers are not allowed, and subject to five years in prison for enter-
ing. Yes, whales, dolphins, turtles, fish, and birds are dying by the thousands. Yes, the cleanup
crews are simply dumping new sand on top of the oil, simply covering it up. But now, in view of
the imminent danger, Is not the time to make this a political issue. It is now about survival.

The only sane course at this point is to simply hope for a miracle... BADSAM
